Environmental/Cultural Review Items:

a. Programmatic Agreement-Cultural; Status Update — CTWRD, Crow Tribe Executive & Legal, and THPO have
signed programmatic agreement. The Programmatic Agreement was fully executed on August 26, 2016.

b. Electrical Extensions — CTWRD-BW to provide map and description of all utility extensions to BOR as maps
are received from BHCE. Cultural clearance of BHCEC extensions is required, per BOR direction 5-3-16.
BIA is not processing electrical easements until MR&I EA is complete. Crop damages caused by electrical
extensions must be included in the utilities extension costs in order to be an allowable expense since the
easement is in the utility’s name.

c. Easements — The MR&I program will obtain the fee easements with the Grantee as "The United States of
America, holding in trust for the Crow Tribe of Indians of the State of Montana” CTWRD and BW have
approved templates set up this way.

d. Land Access —BOR agreed that land access easement payment is an allowable cost.
